2.  Workshops: present mini workshops,

 copywriter; personal chef with a party planner;  

 chiropractor and a massage therapist

5.  Articles: write an article for your local

6.  Direct mail: do the unexpected, but limit

7.  Newsletters: you write, keep it light, no ads; send
